There will also be an EGEA alumni reunion and the annual meeting of EUROGEO members during this weekend. The last EUROGEO and HERODOT meeting in Ayvalik, Turkey confirmed that diversity is the norm in Geography. It might even be considered to be the discipline’s most significant attribute. As Doreen Massey (2005) argues, Sustainable Geographies should enable society to see places from many different perspectives because it explicitly supports the negotiation of the use of use of space. At the same time the role of Geography in transforming places in an integrative and interdisciplinary way can be recognised. 

Crabbe (2008) confirmed the importance of geographical enquiry, which encourages questioning, investigation and critical thinking about issues affecting the world and people’s lives, now and in the future. As a discipline it inspires young people to become global citizens by exploring their own place in the world, their values and their responsibilities to other people, to the environment and to the sustainability of the planet. 

The goal of the seminar is to initiate conversations about the different perspectives of Sustainable Geographies and the methodologies, approaches that are being used and examine prospects for the future. By considering and then developing ‘Sustainable Geography’ and the approaches to research and education, coherence could be brought to our discipline.
