EUROGEO General Assembly, Ayvalik, Turkey, 30th May 2009
1. Minutes of the AGM held in Liverpool 7 September 2008
Minutes were presented at the conference and had been placed on the Web site and distributed by email.
The Minutes were accepted unanimously by the meeting.

2. Matters arising from the Minutes
Karl Donert provided a short history of EUROGEO. There were no other matters arising from the Minutes. 

3. Annual Report 2008-9 
The President presented his report for 2008-09 (see the EUROGEO Web site). The main issues raised there related to the three meetings of EUROGEO group set up following the AGM in Liverpool in 2008 to prepare the association. The group had established Statutes, examined a strategy for legalising the association and prepared the election process. Concern was also noted over the situation of secondary school Geography in some European countries. 
4. Adoption of Annual Report and Accounts for the year ended 31 August 2008
As EUROGEO had not incurred expenditure and new membership fees were only just beginning to be sent to the account, the financial situation was almost the same as in September 2008: namely a credit balance of 4080.84 EUR, with no outstanding expenses to be paid. A full statement from September 2008 would be provided by the Treasurer at the next Annual Meeting. 
The report was accepted unanimously by the meeting. The financial statement was accepted unanimously by the meeting.
5. Subscription rates 2009-10 
It was unanimously agreed that the membership rates would stay the same for 2009-2010. 40 euros a year for individual members, 100 euros for associations and 25 euros for students, young geographers and retirees. 

6. Statutes

The President handed the meeting over to Luc Zwartjes who proceeded to take the members present, step-by-step through the proposed new Statutes. They conformed to Belgian law for INGOs (International Non-Governmental Organisations). Once approved, EUROGEO would then be formalised in the coming months as a legal entity in Belgium.
The new Statutes were unanimously approved by the meeting. The President thanked Mr. Zwartjes for his work on behalf of the members. 
7. Election of President
Mr Zwartjes announced that, as the only nominee, Karl Donert was elected as President of EUROGEO
8. Election of General Secretary

Mr Zwartjes announced that, as the only nominee, Harry Rogge was elected as General Secretary of EUROGEO

9. Election of Vice Presidents
