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The Third iGuess Comenius Course 

Draft Programme

Day 0: (pm) Arrival, introduction and welcome session, sharing experiences from different countries, training organisations  and schools.

09.00-17.00 daily

Day 1: Introduction to spatial thinking and GI

The concept of spatial thinking will be introduced and developed. The 1st module gets you acquainted with the broad range of use/possibilities with GIS, through demo and interactive web applications. You are introduced to Web-based tools and also state-of-the-art software, through making some basic exercises.

Day 2: Exercises

The 2nd module consists of exercises in several subjects, applied to several European countries, it will further improve your GIS skills. We did not aim to develop a manual for software programmes, but to use GIS as a tool for investigation and spatial thinking in class.

The exercises start by giving you a subject to investigate. If you need support on specific GIS tools/skills you will be able to fall back on ‘iNotes’, short 2-page explanatory guides.

The day is concluded with a presentation of a range of free GIS software that can be used in your own lessons.

Day 3: Didactical Guidelines

In this module, you are introduced to methodological and didactical guidelines that can help you develop your own exercises that fit in with your lessons. Pedagogical issues are covered and data sources and information.

Day 4: Workshop: You work together in groups with other European teachers to create your own GIS exercises.

Day 5: Participants have a chance to present their findings/GIS exercises. The session is concluded with a ceremony of the presentation of an Education GIS Certificate to all participants. To this certificate, a one-year license for ESRI GIS-software is linked.

There will be a seminar for teachers in organising and applying for a (European) project and you will get some project examples of best practice. There will also be a fieldwork visit, this will depend on the weather forecast.

The final session is the evaluation of the course by means of an online questionnaire

In previous courses all teachers have become very confident in using the software and tools by day 2.
