EUROPEAN JOURNAL OF GEOGRAPHY

THE REVIEWING PROCESS
Articles submitted to the journal are subject to the following review procedure:

· Review by the editorial panel in terms of general suitability for the journal. 

· Selected articles are then subject to a double blind review process. 

· Articles are then accepted, revised or rejected on the basis of the recommendations of reviewers. 

· Revised articles are reviewed by the editor, although in some cases they may be referred back to the original reviewer. 

COPYRIGHT
In accordance with copyright law, the manuscript must be previously unpublished and not duplicate substantial portions of previously published material. Permission to reproduce copyright material must be obtained by the authors before submission and any acknowledgments should be included in the submission. Acknowledgment of source and copyright should be given in cases where photographs, data and media are reproduced.

The editorial policy is the responsibility of the Editorial Panel, but the Authors’ opinions should be regarded as their own. 
ISSUES OF LANGUAGE

The authors are responsible for presenting the article and the abstract in good English. They should ask native speakers or colleagues to check their article in this perspective. In choosing their terminology they should keep in mind their international audience. They should also consider carefully specialised topics and terms to prevent loosing the attention of their audience. Finally, authors are responsible for proof-reading the original article (including the abstract in the other language). 
STRUCTURE/FORMAT OF THE ARTICLE
The authors should format the manuscript as follows, starting each section with a new page: (1) title page, (2) abstract, (3) text, (4) acknowledgements, (5) references, (6) notes, (7) tables, (8) figures. We recommend an article size of 3000-5000 words. This includes tables, illustrations, references, etc. 

Title: 

The title should be a maximum of 15 words. 

Author(s) and Author(s) affiliation: 

The following format is required for author name(s): first name, extra initials and last name. After the name of each author the e-mail address (if available) and the contact address (including the URL of the homepage of their organisation/institution) should be added.

Example: Karl R. Attard [Attard @university.ac.nk], Name of University, School of Sciences and Social Sciences, address. [Web site] 

The title, author(s), affiliation(s), and address(es) should be on a separate cover page. All correspondence will be addressed to the first named author, unless otherwise instructed. 

Abstract: 

Contributions should be preceded by an abstract of 100-150 words. The abstract should summarise the whole article, not just the approach or conclusions. 

Keywords: 

The authors should provide three to six keywords expressing the nature of the article. 

Text Format and Style: 
· Text must be in a 12-point Times New Roman font with 2.54 cm (1 inch) margins. All parts of the manuscript (abstract, text, notes, references, tables, and figure captions) must be double-spaced and paginated.
· Papers may be submitted in either UK or US English provided usage is consistent. 
· Abbreviations can be used within the text according to internationally accepted conventions.

· Notations should conform to international usage.

· Footnotes should not be used.

· It is assumed that the authors have kept an exact copy of the article submitted.

Headings: 

A maximum of three level headings are allowed as following:

FIRST LEVEL HEADING 

First-level headings are flush left on a separate line. The first text line following is flush left.

Second Level Heading 

Second-level headings are flush left on a separate line. The first text line following is flush left.

Third Level Heading: Third-level headings are flush left. The text follows on the same line.
For each heading, the authors should elaborate the content (text) and add other types of information supporting the text (e.g., pictures, video, etc.). 
They should also provide a list of headings which will help to build hyperlinks to the specific subsections of your article. 
References: 
References should adopt the following style:

Books:
Anyname -Kostis, C. 1999. Writing: The art of publishing. Cambridge, MA: Greek Art Press.

Edited Books:

Anyname, C. 1999. Nothing like living in Greece. In Life on beautiful places, ed.  K.C. Greek, 147- 123. Athens: Greek Press.
Journals:
Anyname -Kostis, C. 1999. Publishing a paper: The road to success. Greek Journal of Publishing: 27 (2): 203-57.

Newspapers etc:
Anyname, C. 2001. Olympic Games: Greece vs England. Athens News, 25 August A12.
Acknowledgements: 
List acknowledgements at the end of your article (before the references). 

Figure and table captions:
At the end of the article (after the references), the authors should include, on a separate page, a list of any figures and tables cited within the text. This list should contain the full caption of each figure and table.

Tables: 
Tables must be double-spaced on a separate page, numbered consecutively, and titled at the top. All table columns should have explanatory headings. Tables should not repeat data that are available elsewhere in the paper (e.g. in graphs). 

Illustrations: 
All maps, diagrams and photographs should be designated as Figures, cited consecutively in the text, and must be of professional quality.

Non-textual data-types in your contribution:
· Other kinds of information to support the text can be submitted (e.g. pictures, video files etc.). They must be sent as separate files, attached to the submission of the article. Consider using well established data formats such as:

· Pictures:  GIF, BMP or JPEG

· Video: MPEG

· Applications: EXE, or specific format

· The authors must be sure that the “reader” of their article possesses the necessary drivers to look or run uncommon data-types. When the driver is uncommon, they should give indications where “readers” can download drivers or viewers. They should put this information [between brackets]; e.g., FTP-sites, an URL, e-mail addresses to contact suppliers, etc.

· Whenever they refer to other types of information that they provide as an additional file, they should put this information between brackets.
SUBMISSION OF CONTRIBUTIONS
· Contributions should be sent electronically by email to:

· The authors are asked to attach their file(s) to their e-mail message. They should send attached files as MS WORD files or Rich Text Format files. If the files exceed 1 Mb size, we recommend sending us the files in compressed format (e.g. WinZip). Authors should not forget to send any other data types as separate files (GIF, MPEG, JEPEG, etc).
· For additional guidance on any matters not specifically addressed in the above listed instructions and examples, the authors should consult the editor (by email).

The European Journal of Geography (EJG) seeks original manuscripts for publication. EJG is an international, peer reviewed, online journal focussing on all aspects of research and application of Geography with a European Dimension including teaching and learning Geography (i.e. Geography and Interdisciplinarity, Geography – Geographers and the Labour Market, Geography Education, Digital Geography, Geography and the Bologna Process etc)

The journal will be published bi-yearly with the first issue due for publication in early 2010. Papers for publishing in the first 2010 issue should be received by Nov. 30 2009. All papers should be sent by email to koutsop@survey.ntua.gr

The Editorial Panel encourages submissions from researchers in disciplines and domains that include studies related to Geography in Europe and European Geography. That is, although the European Journal of Geography is primarily targeted at Geography, research associated with other related areas will be favourably considered.
